4th Red Bull Romaniacs, 17th – 21st June 2007

No Hollywood action, no Bruce Willis and definitely no stuntmen and –women. The set-up for the Red Bull Romaniacs: real heroes, dirty dirt and real although seemingly inhuman challenges. From 17th to 21st of June 2007 the call from the Romanian Carpathians sounds for the fourth time and pro riders, team player and adventurer from all over the world will again follow. 
August 18th, 2006, finish line in Sibiu (ROM) after 1.200 kilometers and five hard off road days. For all those pros, experts, hobby and Quad riders who had made it till there the most exhausting days of their Enduro lives came to an end. The participants’ statements ranged from “the hardest rallye I ever raced” to “scenically and sporty indescribable” to “incredible but I will come back again”. The fourth edition will again meet the expectations of one of the hardest Enduro races worldwide and thus, organizer Martin Freinademetz – former snowboard double world champion and Rallye Dakar 2007 starter – thought about some innovations. 
In the cultural capital of Europe 2007 – Sibiu – the fourth ride through the Romanian Carpathian Mountains will be started. On Sunday the 17th June 2007 the prologue begins in the center of Sibiu attended by thousands of spectators who will watch the competitors riding over technical and tricky man made obstacles. This first stimulation in town the first ride over the neighboring mountains – for sure one of the world’s best off road territory – follows. Four exhausting and challenging days await the participants in all categories. Countless single trails and technical rides, daily legs between 150 and 200 kilometers, river crossings and hill climbs – until the final day on June 21st the number of participants will be decimated.

As different riders have different riding limits the Red Bull Romaniacs offers different categories:

· Professional class (Pro) - only for the very best off road riders in the world

· Expert class (in pairs) - for well trained Enduro riders with competition experience

· Hobby class (two or three riders) – for riders with Enduro competition experience who ride regularly

· ATV/Quad class (in pairs) - for those who want to explore the Romanian wilderness on four wheels and are bored to ride forest roads only.

· Tourist class - shorter tracks, shorter days. For off road Enduro riders, who ride regularly, are in good health but do not desire to compete at hard Enduro level. Without timing and valuation. NEW!
To date the rallye in June brings the riders an additional challenge – the crossing of snowfields on their way over and through the Romanian Carpathians and their highest summits. Start and daily finish is the European cultural capital of 2007, Sibiu. Riders do not have to spend time and effort on organizational things as rack and garage for motor and bike are directly in front of the rallye hotel in Sibiu. No daily erection and dismantling of the technical support!
